SIUC 2009 SDS Commercial Variety Test

It is the desire of the Illinois Soybean Association to continue the Commercial SDS Variety Test for 2009. Thus, we are requesting your entries for this year. We will test varieties that have a relative maturity from 1.0 through 5.9. Entries will be tested at three Illinois locations deemed appropriate for each maturity class. All locations providing sufficient SDS expression will be evaluated.  Field evaluation for other diseases will occur if sufficient symptom expression occurs.  Please send 1 lb of seed for each entry (untreated if possible).

Results will be published in our annual SIUC SDS variety trial report to provide current SDS information to university and commercial collaborators, as well as producers interested in the performance of released varieties.  Individual trial information in this report may be copied and distributed in its entirety, but should not be utilized for comparative marketing.

There will be no charge for entries that are commercially available to growers, public entries, and entries that we solicit. Please keep in mind that all uniform entries in the USDA and SCN regional tests will automatically be included in the Commercial Variety Trial. Please note that due to greater production costs, the charge for testing experimental lines from private companies has increased to $175 each entry. Checks for payment should be made to SIUC and sent to Cathy Schmidt at the address below.

Due to the environmental influence on variety performance, growers are encouraged to obtain SDS scores from multiple environments where possible, before selecting a variety for SDS resistance. The presence of entries from particular commercial and public breeding programs does not reflect endorsement by SIUC of certain programs to the exclusion of others, and merely reflects the entries submitted in a particular year. Deadlines: Entry lists must be submitted by February 27, 2009 to be included in the variety trial, and seed must be received by March 30, 2009.  Entries not received by this date risk not being included in the trial.  If you have not assembled all varieties on your submitted list, please send a partial shipment.  Our target planting date is April 15.  If you do not anticipate having seed available by this date, please do not enter it into the variety trial.  Please fill out and return the form found at the end of this memo.  Electronic entry lists are preferred if at all possible.
